Expected results
PERMANENT SEMINAR (2007-9): three annual meetings of project members in the facilities of the CFCUL.

WEBSITE (2007-9): The website will function as the common platform for all project´s activities and will constitute the “Lisbon Centre of the Image between science and art (LCISA)”. This site will contain hipertexts, images and multimedia, and will publish all project´s work-in-progress and will offer a forum open to the general public, in order to open a space of discussion to both the scientific and artistic communities.

EXHIBITION (2009): based on traditional devices, as drawings and paintings, and others (video and computer graphics), depending on the state of investigation and artworks availability. The exhibit may be set up in collaboration with art-focused institutions (Culturgest, Ccb, Fcg) to reach with less difficulties the proper contemporary art objects. The set will not only privilege poetic and problematic dimensions, but the didactic one as well. Complementary activities, as dance, theater, perfomance and music, will not be excluded, as body image is built according to frames of reference that vary not just along technological, biotechnological and behavioural developments, but along artistic and poetic ones as well.

INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE (2009): International three days conference to be hold as the 2nd Lisbon Colloquium of Philosophy of Science, in partnership with the other Institutions participating to the Project. Further partnerships will be most probably established. Collecting a series of talks by members and consultants of several tasks (see tasks 1, 2, 3 and 9), and other invited experts, the Conference will present to artistic and scientific communities and to the general public the findings and results of the researches developed in the project.

Descrição da tarefa
Task description
This task will be the synthesis of all work done in the project. Its aim is to produce diverse crossings among the several tasks and lines of research that constitute this project. In internal terms, a PERMANENT SEMINAR will be hold throughout the three years of the project. It will be a meeting of members of the project working in different tasks to share their findings, to present the status of their investigations, to give and receive feedback from other members and to establish new connections. In order to enlarge the scope of the Seminar, opening it to the general public, we intend to develop a WEBSITE. Special attention will be given to the display of the images studied by project´s tasks - "Lisbon Center on Image between Art and Science". This Website will also aim at stimulating the on-line intervention and collaboration of scientific and artistic communities, in the form of a Forum. Furthermore, as a final crossing point of the project, we will put forward: an exhibition, a conference and a book.

EXHIBITION - Featuring unpublished materials from the Museum of Medicine (see task "Anatomical Drawings"), and crossing it with works coming from other tasks, namely "Historical Studies", "Drawing Science", and "Drawing the Nude", the exhibition will question the relations between science, technology and contemporary art. In an interdisciplinary perspective, the final goal is to explore the borders of art´s transformation into science and science´s transformation into art. 

INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE - The conference, structured in panels, will feature papers on the themes raised by project research (see tasks 1, 2, 3 and 9) and the exhibition, in particular that of art´s transformation into science and science´s transformation into art. Along with project members and consultants, lecturers will be invited from the area of medicine, philosophy, sciences, arts, sociology, anthropology and communication.

BOOKS - The research accomplished by the project will give place to the publishing of 5 Books (Anthology of Texts by Leonardo da Vinci, Anthology of Texts by Ch. Darwin, Museum of Medicine Anatomical Drawings Catalogue, Exhibition Catalogue, Final Book). All books will be produced via Print-on-Demand digital services, which guarantee high-quality at reduced costs and full control on the final result. Thus, the final text formatting, graphic design and pre-print editing will be responsability of the "BTI".

All these complex and diverse activities will be made possible with the participation of the whole team, the two "BI" and the technical support of the "BTI".
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
