Descrição da tarefa
Task description
The first line of research will focous on Bachelard´s concept of image, mainly in the questioning of the role Bachelard attributes to image, both in the epistemological and in the poetical level of his work (the master dissertation of Ana Gaspar). The participation of Prof. Veronica Fabrini (University of Campinas, Brazil) will add further elements to the development of a Bachelardean aesthetics, with particular reference to performing arts (see the bachelardian concept of image as source of ideas, root of beliefs and basis of liberty). 

In the context of a PHD dissertation and of a posterior Pos-Doc research, Catarina Pombo will develop a research on Deleuze´s theory of image. Her aim is to understand Deleuze´s theory of thinking without image. In the context of his fight against the "philosophy of representation", Deleuze tries to discuss the presupposition according to which thinking always implies the reaching of an image as representation. On the contrary, Deleuze points to the possibility of a non representational thinking. A program coming from the concept of "image pure" which Deleuze defines as a bizarre reality, a product of the spirit created from zero, endowed with a interior power - potential energy - and a virtual way of existence. What can it be that concept of a “image pure”? Why does Deleuze present the spirit as the capacity of creating those "images pures" ex nihilo? What can it be a thought without images? Are we condemned to the comprehension of a thought without images yet and always on the basis of an image? 
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
