Resultados esperados 


Expected results
- A Workshop on Nude Model Artistic Drawing will be organized, under the supervision of Dr. Cristina Azevedo Tavares, associated professor of "Esthetics" and "Art Studies" at Lisbon Fine Art School. The Workshop will offer a general introduction to the theory and history of nude drawing, focusing on the relation between the scientific study of human anatomy and the artistic drawing of the human body. The development of nude drawing in Portugal will be given special attention. Several prominent portuguese theorists and artists will be invited to participate to the Workshop. 

- Two papers on Nude Drawing in Portugal will be published. This task on "Drawing the Nude" will also play an important part in the organization of the final exhibition (see the task "Crossings").

- Furthermore, an important part of this task is the support to the Phd dissertation on nude model drawing of Cristina Duarte de Deus Branco, under the supervision of Prof. Cristina Azevedo Tavares.

Descrição da tarefa
Task description
One of the most important issues of the visual arts is focused in the human body, which is also a main subject of science. At a certain point in the art history, the studies made by artists (Leonardo, Durer) were fundamental for the evolution of science, as well as for the development of the proportion’s body theories that lead to its representation. This link has been modified for the past century, but we can achieve a crossing point between within these two approaches. So we will develop a comparative study about model drawing and anatomic drawing trough the art’s point of view, as well as from the “esfolados”, which obliged the artist to fill with muscles, or vanes a representation of a skeleton. At this point we need to join the sculpture in chalk (models) that had the same proposal: to provide exercises to the art students to understand and represent the human body.
The main institution to develop this investigation is the Faculdade de Belas Artes de Lisboa (FBAUL), because it has the most important collection of drawings, paintings and chalk from the middle of the eighteen century still today. The same goes for the model drawings, from the academic, naturalist and modern artists. In fact the FBAUL is the owner of the heritage of the ancient Fine Arts Academy (Academia de Belas Artes) that was found in 1836, in Lisbon. In the beginning of the XX century, this Academy was divided in two others institutions: The Fine Arts Scholl and the Fine Arts National Academy. The former remains the same and the latter became FBAUL.
Meanwhile, it will be necessary we may contact with other institutions as the Fine Arts National Society (Sociedade Nacional de Belas Artes), and the Fine Arts National Academy (Academia Nacional de Belas-Artes), Ancient Art National Museum (Museu Nacional de Arte Antiga), that is the guardian of important masterpieces of the painter Domingos Sequeira, all of them owners of interesting art collections, where we can study a specific work, or a few examples.
The body’s image developed in art will emerge from these different kinds to face and represent the human body since the last two centuries and a half. From this point we will able too explain the status of the art image starting from the human representation across the anatomical drawing, chalk and model drawing.
